-critically engage with Heidegger’s Nietzsche, “Volume II” and Heidegger’s overall interpretation of Nietzsche. 

-reflect on interpretations of Nietzsche’s Zarathustra by Jaspers, Deleuze, and C.G. Jung.
-understand the relevance of Nietzsche in the context of contemporary society
