	Learning outcomes: 
By the end of the course, students will be able to:

· Define and compare exclusivist worldviews in Christianity, atheism, and Islam.

· Analyze how exclusivist thinkers frame ethical dilemmas such as abortion, homosexuality, euthanasia, and others.

· Evaluate the impact of exclusivism on law, governance, and human rights.

· Contrast arguments from key authors and movements (Plantinga, Pell, Dawkins, Harris, Hitchens, Hamas, Muslim Brotherhood, Christian Identity, Christian nationalism).

· Identify possibilities for dialogue and common ground across religious and secular divides.



	Brief outline of the course: 

The course investigates how exclusivist worldviews in Christianity, atheism, and Islam approach contemporary ethical dilemmas. It begins with conceptual grounding in definitions of religion and atheism (Durkheim, Weber, Thiselton, Borchert) and introduces Islamic perspectives through classical and modern thinkers. Students then examine case studies of exclusivist arguments:

· Christian authors (Plantinga, Novak, Pell)

· Christian extremist movements (Christian Identity, Christian nationalism, anti‑abortion extremist groups)

· Atheist exclusivists (Dawkins, Harris, Hitchens)

· Islamic exclusivists (Qutb, Maududi, Hamas, Muslim Brotherhood)

The course highlights how exclusivism functions as both a philosophical stance and a social force shaping law, governance, and human rights. Throughout, students explore whether dialogue between religious and secular worldviews can foster tolerance, pluralism, and peaceful coexistence.
