	Requirements for the course: Active participation based upon class readings is absolutely necessary and therefore accounts for thirty percent of the overall grade.  There will be two written examinations which will each account for fifteen percent of the overall grade.  Written essays throughout the semester will account for twenty percent of the overall grade.  Each student will prepare a presentation and lead a class discussion which will account for the remaining twenty percent of the grade. The grading scale is as follows: A – excellent: 100-93%; B – very good: 92-84%; C – good: 83-74%; D – satisfactory: 73-63%; E – sufficient: 62-51%; Fx – fail: 50-0%.

	Learning outcomes: After completing this course, students will have gained a better understanding of US history and be able to place major developments in society, politics, economics, religion, and culture into an international context.  By placing US history into an international context, students will have a deeper understanding of contemporary political affairs.  Along with increased historical understanding, students will cultivate better critical thinking and analytical skills.
